Make a Difference in a Child's Life
Catholic Charities’ Isaiah 43 program has more
children enrolled than mentors. We are search-
ing for a few generous volunteers to step up
so each child can be matched with a mentor.
Isatah 43 pairs young people ages 10-18 with
mentors for a one-on-one relationship. The
program focuses on building community,
strengthening relationships, goal setting, and
Christian values. Mentors are not perfect peo-
ple. A good mentor is someone who listens
and who is reliable and caring. Mentors must
be at least 25 years old and commit four hours
a month to the program for 14 months. You do
not have to be Catholic to be an Isaiah 43
mentor, but you must belong to a Christian
church and get a recommendation from a cler-
